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Welcome to our the 2nd Annual PensacolaPRIDE produced by Gay Grassroots of 

Northwest Florida. We are excited about this weekõs events and encourage you to 

attend as many as you can. Considering all that has happened in our world this past 

year, we all deserve some serious fun! The theme of prides around the globe this 

year is, òOne Heart, One World, One Pride.ó While our LGBT community may have 

an understanding that all people are part of one humanity, many governments around 

the world, including our own, do not. In Florida, our LGBT brothers and sisters are 

not allowed to adopt, to marry, or to openly serve in our nationõs military. These 

injustices all too often remain unacknowledged, or worse, endorsed by many of our 

local, state, and federal elected officials. Among of the goals of the 2010 Pensacola-

PRIDE festival is to celebrate our value as a people, increase our visibility, and spot-

light some of the ways we have been marginalized and denied our full civil rights. So 

while we are having fun this week, letõs also hold our government accountable for 

treating us as unequal and abnormal.  During the 7 days of events, there will be two 

days that have been scheduled to include opportunities to increase awareness of, and 

stand in solidarity against, these discriminations that are imposed against us. Our 

Festival in the Park , Saturday, October 9th, will begin at 11am by taking time to 
honor LGBT Veterans and Active Duty Service members who have unsel-

fishly and bravely protected rights and freedoms that they cannot yet enjoy. Follow-

ing this recognition, at 12 noon, we will conduct Pensacolaõs first ever Mass Wed-

ding! Wedding of Hearts, while not a legally recognized marriage ceremony, will 

allow same gender couples the opportunity to publicly exchange their vows of love 

and commitment to each other as our community stands as witness to the fact that 

love is love whenever it is shared by two people, gay, bi, or straight. PensacolaPRIDE 

closes out on Monday, October 11th, National Coming Out Day . With that in 

mind, we have asked all local, state, and federal candidates who will be on the No-

vember 2nd ballots in Escambia and Santa Rosa Counties to bring their positions on 

LGBT issues òout of the closetó during Pensacolaõs 1st ever Candidateõs LGBT Equal-

ity Forum! This forum will take place at 6pm at the Tyron Branch Library, 1200 Lang-

ley Ave. A month ago candidates were e-mailed a brief online survey to complete 

and invited to attend this event where their positions will be discussed and you will 

have an opportunity to ask questions of them. You will find more details on these 

events on our event schedule pages. While planning this yearõs celebration, members 

of our local LGBT community were asked to complete an on-line survey with sug-

gestions for this yearõs PensacolaPRIDE.  It was these suggestions that formed this 

yearõs line up.  PensacolaPRIDE kicks off on Tuesday, October 5th with a tropical 

luau  at our new LGBT Community Center, Equality House, 309 W. Gregory St. 

This will be the 1st official function to take place at our new home. Other events 

include the return of our chili dinner & square dance , disco skate party , plus 

the new additions of a dinner & movie night , òso you think you got talentó a new 

lgbt talent contest with over $400 in prizes, and a special pride concert with Jazz 

Superstar Daphne Mushatt .  Be sure not to miss any of these events. We would 

like to thank all of our advertisers; we know that our local economy really took a hit 

this summer and we cannot thank them enough for finding a way to continue their 

support of our community.  We ask that you patronize them and continue to sup-

port those business that found themselves unable to purchase an ad this year. Hope-

fully, with our continued support, they will find themselves able to return as an ad-

vertiser next year.   
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The Pensacola area LGBT community now 

has a house to call home, Equality House.  

Equality House is the only non-profit 

staffed LGBT community center and Rapid 

HIV Test Site along the Florida panhandle. 

The three closest centers are New Or-

leans, Tallahassee, and Atlanta. The 1,200 

square foot house features a covered front 

porch, a large bright sitting room with fireplace, adjoining TV room with large screen 

television, a game room that can be closed off for private meetings (currently Gay 
AA, PFLAG, NOW, and Rainbow Readers are using this meeting space; all other 

groups are encouraged to consider making the Equality House the home for your 

meetings and functions). The house has two separate baths and a full kitchen as well. 

Free wireless internet, a large collection of books and dvds, and numerous card and 

board games are available for everyoneõs leisure use. Equality House is also being 

used extensively to promote the health and wellness of the LGBT community.  OA-

SIS provides FREE Rapid HIV Testing, and West Florida AHAC will be offering FREE 

Smoking Cessation Classes. We are working on providing mental health support and 

various fitness, meditation, and yoga classes. The opening of the center was made 

possible by a short term grant from The Red Ribbon Charitable Foundation who 

wished to maintain a facility that would continue to offer HIV testing by and for the 

LGBT community in the downtown area.  This short term grant is meant to allow 

Gay Grassroots  a limited length of time to gather enough support from within the 

local LGBT community to take over full fiscal responsibility of the center, insuring 

that Equality House remains open.  The estimated cost of keeping Equality House 

open is $1,200 per month.  A pledge drive is now underway to raise this required 

monthly cost. Every member of the local LGBT community is urged to fill the vital 

role of being a supporter of this historic accomplishment by pledging whatever you 

can.
